Due to course conditions
Desert Princess CC is back to the following cart rules

Obey Traffic Laws

Carts should stay on paths around the green and tees.
In fairways, the 90 degree rule is in effect. This means
the cart should stay in the rough until you reach your
ball, then go across the fairway at 90 degrees and
return to the rough after your shot. Golfers with
handicap flag privileges should always stay at least
30 feet from greens. Use the cart path next to greens
whenever possible and never have your cart between
the green and any bunkers or water hazard. Please
remember handicap flags are a privilege not a right!!!
Violation of these conditions may result in the loss of
the privilege. Remember: Someone is always
watching at Desert Princess!!!

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Green’s Committee Report

FROST DAMAGE

How can a footprint be a killer? When it's a footprint made on a putting surface that’'s covered v
hard to believe that simply walking across the green, or any grass covered with frost can caus
damage.

Although you won’t see any immediate damage if you walk on frosted turf, the proof will emerg
72 hours as the leaves die and turn brown or black. Since one foursome can leave several h
footprints, the damage can be extensive. That's why we delay the starting times until the frost |
And it's also why the golfers who appreciate our quality putting surfaces are patient during our
delays.

The putting green is an extremely fragile environment that must be managed carefully.and prc
Remember that every green is a collection of millions of individual plants, each of which is a d¢
thing. Obviously Mother Nature never meant for these plants to be maintained at 1/8" height f
periods. This stress makes the greens constantly vulnerable to attacks from disease, heat, dr:
and frost.

There are several techniques employed to reduce frost damage. We use fertilizers and herbi
protect the plants from stress and by raising the cutting heights of our greens to provide more
about the crowks the morning temperatures begin to rise, we will also water the frosted areas t
to knock the frost off.

We must reduce all traffic compaction by enforcing our frost delays. Please be aware that dar

by walking or driving on frost notfentyg tddag/playbut can fct the rest of the season as well. Hit
them long & straight.
